The Korean Association of International Studies and the
Korea Energy Economics Institute with the Institute for
International Policy of University of Washington, the Institute for
Unification Studies of Seoul National University and the Center
for Global Security of Pacific Northwest National Laboratories
are inviting you to the Conference on “Energy and Security in
Northeast Asia: Towards a Northeast Asian Energy Cooperation
Council”,

Unlike most conferences on energy, the conference is
specifically designed to analyze linkage between economics
and security by exploring energy and security issues in
Northeast Asia.

On the first day, a group of scholars, specialists, and
government officials will explore the links between energy,
security and the dynamics of global and regional political
economies. All the sessions deal with the contemporary
situation and the explicit efforts that have been made over the
last several decades to make international energy cooperation
a critical feature in foreign affairs. A second purpose of the first
day is to provide the opportunity for the representatives from
each of the five participating countries (South Korea, China,
Japan, Russia and the United States) to articulate their national
foreign policies on energy and the particular role in Northeast
Asia,

The second day of the conference also has two purposes: 1)
to explore specifically ways to set up a Northeast Asia Energy
Cooperation Council and 2) to propose the next steps to
finalize the organization of the Council in the light of the
reactions of the proposal emanating from this meeting by the
governments of the five participating nations.
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Although the focus is on cooperation on regional energy
issues through a multilateral facilitating institution, it is essential
to understand that this effort is rooted in the critical new role
that energy has come to play. The energy issue is not simply
about supply and demand, for it has more and more become a
politicized commodity fostering petro—nationalism and
increasingly linked to security. The energy issue is both global
and regional and given the central and growing importance of
Northeast Asia in the world, and the complementarity of the
resources in Russia (and Central Asia) to the needs of China,
Japan and South Korea, the facilitation of cooperation in this
region is both feasible and reciprocally beneficial.

The issue of energy is also critical to any viable solution to
integrating North Korea into the continuing East Asian economic
miracle. In this respect, the timing for the creation of a
Northeast Asia Energy Cooperation Council is excellent as there
have emerged signs of change in North Korean nuclear issues.

We hope you to join us in this rare opportunity to discuss
complex linkage between energy and security surrounding
Northeast Asia.
