In the last year, top leadership has changed in all states of the Northeast Asia region. This power change would influence the policy and increase the tension inside the region. Although the hope for the regional situation improvement in result of leadership change has been quite strong, relations between countries such as the United States–China, China–Japan and ROK-Japan continued complicated and deteriorated, especially the situation on the Korean peninsula remained to be hostile. Russia is the only country in the region that is not directly involved in crisis situations and enjoys more or less positive relations with all regional states. In analyzing the Korean Peninsula situation, V. Putin appealed the international community to accommodate the North Korea’s new leader in a positive way. Russia will continue conducting an active dialogue with the leaders of North Korea and developing good-neighborly relations with it while at the same time trying to encourage Pyongyang to settle the nuclear issue. In order to fulfill the idea, Russia pays serious attention and efforts to achieve the Korean peninsula denuclearization as well as a nuclear-free zone project. While Russia does not support Japan’s diplomatic strategy taking a hardline stance against North Korea, they believe that the incoming president of South Korea will generate real hope for the inter-Korean relations improvement. In addition, Seoul-Pyongyang dialogue restoration would facilitate both the bilateral cooperation and trilateral (Russia-ROK-North Korea) projects realization.
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
